The Treasurer’s Report and the Tax Collector’s Report for June were presented to the Board for review.  The Treasurer reported that the extension for the Leaf Creek Farm was received. A spreadsheet detailing the savings incurred from the refinance of the loan was distributed to the Board. 
REPORTS
Fire Companies    Robert Kline of Monarch Fire Company asked Mr. Yanos if he would speak at their 75th anniversary on August 6th. Mr. Yanos asked about the width of the trails on Monocacy Hill. Mr. Kline reported that nothing was ever done to widen the trails. Mrs. McGrath stated that they need to mark the trees that need to be removed. The Manager suggested the fire companies and staff meet on site and determine where the trails need to be widened.  Amity Fire Company will be holding their carnival on August 2nd through August 6th. Chief Zomolsky asked if the Township had received a burn ban from the Fire Marshall. He stated it would be sent to the Township in a few days.  

Planning Commission

Readinger Subdivision    Mr. Weller moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to approve the preliminary/final plan. Motion passed 3-0. 

Glass Waiver    Mr. Weller moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to waive the condition of the SALDO to allow two entrances for a driveway. Motion passed 3-0. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Library Trustee  Mrs. McGrath moved, seconded by Mr. Weller to appoint Julia Rowena Lewis to the Boone Area Library Board of Trustees as recommended by Ms. Kehoe. Motion passed 3-0. 
Manhole Rehabilitation   Mr. Boland stated that the work would qualify as routine maintenance, thus not requiring the bidding process. Mr. Yanos moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to award the work to SWERP per Arro’s letter of July 7th. Motion passed 3-0. 
SALDO Amendment   Mr. Yanos moved, seconded by Mr. Weller to send the ordinance to the County for their review, and if there were no significant changes authorization to advertise for adoption. Motion passed 3-0. Mr. Weber suggested advertising in conjunction with the 422 overlay ordinance. 
 SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Mr. Boland presented the bond closing documents. 
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Mr. Weber reported that the developers of STS know what need to be done for the final grading. 
EMPLOYEE/OFFICIAL REPORTS

Manager.   Southern Berks EMS has requested, according to the Reading Eagle, financial help from the municipalities they serve to purchase new radios. They have not approached Amity yet. Mr. Lyon reported that a successful preconstruction meeting was held for the Thalia Lane water line project. 
Mr. Yanos moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to approve the Entech proposal in accordance with the revised terms and conditions. Motion passed 3-0. 

Mr. Weller moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to approve extending the recycling contract with JP Mascaro for another year at no price increase. Motion passed. Mr. Sam Augustine, of Mascaro, thanked the Board for the extension. He stated that Mascaro is building a ten million dollar recycling facility near their Pioneer Crossing facility. The Board discussed single-stream recycling. 

Mr. Yanos moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to accept the resignations of Mr. Norheim, Mr. Gilbert, Mr. Ferdock and Mr. Alsayegh from the EDAC.  Motion passed 3-0. 

Mr. Lyon reported that the water problem on Birchwood Ct. has been resolved. The problem was related to the resident’s water softener. 

Mr. Yanos moved, seconded by Mr. Weller to adopt a policy manual amendment which removes the clause that states that reprimands will be removed from a personnel file after 180 days. Motion passed 3-0. 
Mr. Weller moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to authorize the appropriate officers to execute the consultant fee agreement with Mr. D’Angeli after the Township receives the original signature. Motion passed 3-0. 
Mr. Boland reported that he was looking at the Conservancy District’s MOU. 

Mr. Lyon reported that UGI had bored under 662 to install a 6” main line to serve the new Vincenzo’s restaurant. Representatives from UGI stated that the new ADA curb ramps could pose an obstruction. Mr. Lyon stated that the ramps near Boyer’s Market were already cracked from trucks running over them. 
Mr. Weller moved, seconded by Mrs. McGrath to authorize the Manager’s attendance at an unfunded mandate meeting in September with Senator Fullmer. Motion passed 3-0. 

Chief of Police  The Chief asked if Mr. Boland had reviewed the policies he had sent. Mr. Boland stated he would review for the next meeting.
