Vice Chairman Kim McGrath convened the meeting  for a conditional use application submitted by Telvil Corporation at 527 Main Street, Harleysville, Pa 19438 for the proposed Arbour Green Development located along Old Swede Road. Mr. Lubas gave a brief explanation of the purpose for tonight’s meeting and procedures. Mr. Lubas introduced into evidence exhibits including the application, the public hearing notice, proof of publication of the public hearing, public meeting notice and proof of publication of same, affidavit of posting in the municipal building, affidavit of posting on the property, letter from Kozloff/Stoudt to the applicant, letter from Kozloff/Stoudt to zoning officer, and  letters to neighbors. Residents William Eames-40 Horseshoe Drive, Charles Merkle-840 Old Swede Rd, & Roy & Mary Rubin-919 Old Swede Rd entered their appearances and requested party status.  Mr. Brian Boyer, of Boyer Engineering, was sworn in and described the proposed plan. Mr. Boyer and Mr. Lubas discussed the Zoning Hearing Board July 18, 2012 written decision for this plan. All variances requested were granted. Mr. Lubas accepted the written decision into evidence for this hearing. Mr. Rubin questioned the landscaping and tree plantings. Mr. Merkle & Mr. Rubin questioned the road widening and Old Swede Road hump removal. Mr. Hunsberger, President of Telvil Corporation, was introduced and explained the community and semi-homes they would like to build. Mr. Hunsberger Mr. Boyer explained, that Penndot will make the decision for roadway changes. Previously Penndot approved road widening, shoulder widening, and the hump removal. Terry Jones moved, seconded by Paul Weller to approve the conditional use.  Terry Jones moved, seconded by Paul Weller to amend the approval subject to the following conditions: 

1. SR 662 Site distance and Roadway improvements as shown on the existing Penn Dot Approval with the previous plan. 

2. The Plan will run concurrent with the Zoning Plan Time Frame.

3. Installation of the Fire Co Lights as shown on the previous plan 
Motion carried 3-0.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Mrs. McGrath moved, seconded by Mr. Jones to adjourn the meeting at 7:55. Motion passed 3-0.
