ORDINANCE REVIEW

     Recreation Fee

Amity Township Economic Development Committee recommends the abolishment of Recreation Fees, and Parks and Recreation Committee recommends to change the fees to $2,500 for Residential and maintain the present rate for Commercial. Mr. Weber presented a comparison chart showing if the fees were to changed and how it would effect present developments. After discussion it was decided to recommend the Board of Supervisors change the fee for residential to $2,500.00 and commercial at a $7,500.00 per 10,000 Square Foot of building based on the $75,000 per acre appraisal. 

     Traffic Impact Fee- Act 209

Amity Township Economic Development Committee recommends the abandonment for a time of the Traffic Impact Fees to commercial development. At this time the fees are identified as North $2,094.25 and South $2,076.04 per peak hour trip. The planning commission at this time agrees to recommend the Traffic Impact Committee reconvene and review and reconsider all listed projects. If any are to be removed that will lower the fees. It is also recommended that the committee look at all remaining projects to be sure the fees are in line with today’s rates.
