2. Section 502(g)(5)-Allow Brody Lane to be less then 250 Feet Long.

3. Section 502(g)(8) – Allow Brody Lane to terminate with a paved turnaround.
4. Section 510(i)(2) – Allow parking to be at 9 feet as opposed to the required 15 feet from the exiting building.

5. Section 311(b)(x) – Allow the Detention basin on the north side to be less than 25 feet from the property line.
