Mr. Webber reviewed he is in agreement with a draft of McMahon’s proposed Traffic Impact Fee for Salon 256 located within this site. The fee is proposed to be $10,481.25 calculated by using the previous site trips per day, to the new owner trips per day. Mr. Ferensick spoke about his concerns with this development to this point. Mr. Ferensick questioned if the township could have a hold harmless agreement for now and in the future saying the township will not be financially responsible for replacing the stormwater reservoir as presently designed. Mr. Ferensick is concerned about the underground utilities and this structure. Mr. Ferensick is concerned this structure will need replacement in years to come and the home owners will expect the township to replace. Mr. Ferensick feels the township should be held harmless of any repairs or replacement down the road. Mr. Boland discussed changing Note 20 on the plan to include the homeowners that use the facility be responsible and place on the deed. Mr. Boyer will also look at placing something in the homeowners association documents and fees to build an account for any repairs or replacement of this system. Prior to Final Plan Mr. Boyer expects to have a meeting with Mr. Lyon and Mr. Sassaman, Arro Consulting, to finalize the design for sanitary sewer. Neal Fisher moved, seconded by Dwight to recommend the Board of Supervisors grant a waiver to Section 514(b)(6)(iii) and allow Lots 14 and 15 to have basement gravity sewer service approximately 3 feet above the floor instead of below basement level. Motions carried 3-1.
