Rt 422 Overlay District – Section 507 
The planning commission discussed and reviewed the proposed Rt 422 Overlay District Ordinance. The proposed Ordinance will establish a Route 422 Overlay District adding Section 507 to our Zoning Ordinances. Paul Weller explained to not over burden the schools this ordinance is designed to encourage age targeted housing. Several developers and other outside agencies have stated adding the residential component to develop parcels this size is fiscally beneficial to all parties. It all goes hand in hand. The ordinance allows 40% of housing with a maximum of two (2) residential units per gross acre of tract size. Due to infrastructure costs any developer developing a fifty acre or more parcel would need the commercial portion to make it fiscally beneficial. Terry Jones moved, seconded by George Ferensick to recommend the Board of Supervisor’s adopt the Rt 422 Overlay District Ordinance with the recommended changes to No’s 1,4,7,8, & 11 per Berks County Planning Commission review letter dated 07/28/11.
