The Planning Commission will once again review at the March 26, 2008 workshop provided there is time.

Mr. Richard Gokey reviewed some key points with the residents of Valley Road. The amount of homes allowed to be built on land in the MDR and LDR districts depends on many factors such as cluster housing, on lot septic system, public sewer. Mr. Gokey said at this time the Planning Commission is trying to create a new ordinance and develop 100% Age restricted housing. The goal in mind is to bring in tax dollars without burdening the schools. Developers have been asked to present their ideas as well for consideration.

Economic Advisory Council- They have requested and received confirmation the State 422 Corridor Master Plan Study has now been extended into Amity Township. It has been extended to North Monocacy Creek Road.
