Mr. Boyer stated his client will revise the plans to comply with issues in LTL Consultants review letter. The planning commission requests a 25foot wide easement for the driveway. There is currently no sewer or water to the buildings however a note will be added the plan. 
Arbour Green-Sketch Plan-Boyer Engineering LLC
Mr. Boyer and Mr. Hunsberger reviewed and will apply to the Board of Supervisor’s for a Conditional Use and to the Zoning Hearing Board for variances to:
1. Build 3 homes within steeper slopes. These homes are expected to have walk out basements.

2. A variance for zero lot lines.

3. A variance to allow only 20 feet between buildings.

4. A variance to allow 25foot setback from the roadways.

5. Emergency access off of Arbour Drive. 

6. A 28 foot wide roadway with parking designated to one side only.

7. Allow more than 20 units on a street.

8. Waivers may be required for the street widening along Old Swede Road dependent upon Penn Dot’s review.

Mr. Weber reported he is continuing to prepare the ordinance for adoption to remove the woodland extraction from all our ordinances. 
Rural Village Zoning

Mr. Weber reported the map is updated to now include the Amity Primary Center as the Board of Supervisor’s requested. The planning commission discussed the ordinance as presented via Mr. Weber & Mr. Boland’s meeting. Mr. Boland will investigate case law relative to eliminating a specific business such as a tattoo parlor. The planning commission agreed to send the proposed ordinance and most recent map to the Board of Supervisor’s for their consideration for adoption.
OTHER PLANNING COMMISSION ITEMS:
Mr. Lyon reported he has received an inquiry relative to making Route 662 and Route 562 bordering properties all zoned for commercial business. The planning commission agreed to further study.
