The planning commission discussed sanitary sewer along this project. At this time the only property using public sewer is the main house along Weavertown Road. Mr. Boyer agreed to discuss recommendations to his client and stated they will comply with the township requirements.

Mr. Boyer presented a revised building change he discussed with Mr. Weber. The new design is about the same square footage of building as in the presented plans however it is now more of an L shape design. The Fire Marshall has been contacted to review the plans. Mr. Boyer responded to LTL Consultants review letter dated 09/05/12. He stated the building is expected to house 98 employees during the peak shift, American Crane agrees to provide water records to verify the buildings water usage for verification of how many EDU’s are required. American Crane will also review the trees to be planted along Mr. Wright’s property and comply with the Zoning Hearing Decision. Mr. Norheim inquired if they could put the footers for the building in the ground now prior to the ground freezing. Mr. Boland stated if this was done now it would be done at American Crane’s risk prior to approvals and does not imply the township will approve the full plan. Mr. Boland stated the Planning Commission has held special meetings in the past to review plans for approvals prior to the board of supervisor’s.
