VILLAGE CENTER CONCEPT

Mr. Boland reviewed the latest draft as he and Mr. Weber prepared from the planning commission’s recommendations. Discussions as follows:
a. Permitted Uses- It was decided to include subject to Section 931 in statement (2) under the Single-family semi-detached dwellings to keep consistent with the MDR regulations. This requires 6000 square feet per lot.

b. Permitted Uses-(4)Remove multiple and list as Single family residential dual-use, allow one only residential unit in a business provided the business occupies 50% of the building. Off street parking to be met as well.

c. Area,Yard and Height Regulations: Single family dwellings all building setbacks to be 30 feet. No different setbacks for on lot septic, water or public facilities

d. Area,Yard and Height Regulations: a statement has been included to address existing buildings and new building setbacks. It was decided plans shall be reviewed to allow a new building and the setback be closest to the preexisting structures but located outside the ultimate right of way. Mr. Boland will review this with Mr. Weber to add information to be certain no loop is provided. 
e. Definitions to be added: Massage Therapy Establishment replaces Massage Parlor definition. 
f. Permitted Signs: 
1. Mr. Boland agreed to add verbiage to include signs hanging from the side of the building provided they are seven(7) feet from the ground and under 16 square feet in size.

2. Post and hanging signs to be calculated for size by one side only.

3. Change the maximum square feet of signage allowed to 25 square feet and a 16 square feet post sign and 9 square feet building sign.

4. Look further into allowing temporary special signs no larger than 9 square foot per side, such as lunch specials.

Other Planning Commission Items
I&G Development- Mr. Aston of Aston Surveyor’s contacted our office to discuss this plan was granted conditional approved May 20, 2009. Mr. Boland agreed to research if this plan meets the Governor’s previous time extension declaration. If this plan does not meet the requirement the plan will need fees paid for continuance. The township does not wish to allow any plan to be released for recording without all fees paid prior. 
Township of Douglass-Comprehensive Plan 2009-Interim Update 2013- Douglass Township will hold a public hearing August 12, 2013 for comment to the above plan. All Planning Commission members to review and bring any comments to the meeting July 10th.

Exeter Township Zoning Ordinance-Draft copies have been received revising the definition of the term “Animal Husbandry” and amending the provision governing the agricultural preservation and restricted office commercial zoning district. All Planning Commission members to review and bring any comments to the meeting July 10th.
