MEETING MINUTES

MEMBERS ATTENDING:   Harold Boyer, Risa Marmontello,   Joe Rusiewicz, Jerry Kupp, Dave Rathgeb.   Also in attendance: Township Manager, Chazz Lyon.
Chairman Harold Boyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the pledge to the flag. 

MOTION to approve the minutes of the September 7, 2010 meeting made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Jerry Kupp.   Motion passed 4-0. 
TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT
BUDGET- Mr. Lyon suggested that recreation board members attend the next two supervisors meetings to discuss requested capital expenditures - court improvements for Lake Drive and Amity Community Park. Mr. Lyon will forward estimates for both projects. Lake Drive tennis courts are in worse shape, but we may be able to avoid higher costs later by fixing the courts at Amity Community Park first. 
Community Days had very few problems this year.  Lights for the pathway to the pavilion should be considered for next year.  An agreement has been reached with Mr. Naylor and the Historic Preservation Trust regarding access to his property. Swings at Lake Drive are being replaced. 
 DBYS- Dean Dinnocenti, new head of DBYS introduced himself and said that DBYS is involved in discussions with Birdsboro groups to merge the baseball organizations.  All sports except baseball have Douglassville and Birdsboro under one organization. Matt and Tracey Huddleson, who run the softball organization, contacted the school district about usage of the middle school fields for softball.   Softball needs fields without mounds. It was suggested that we coordinate field usage work with DBCA for use of the needed fields. 
Amity A.C. - Karen LeBlanc said the deflectors have been installed and are awaiting inspection by Mr. Loomis. 

DBCA - Unable to attend the meeting, Tony Tucci reported to Mr. Lyon and Mrs. Marmontello with the following information:  Maintenance issues at Lake Drive Legion field have been taken care of.  DBCA would be willing to pay for the installation of a 3ft x 3ft roll up door installed between the two concession areas at the ACP pavilion. DBCA currently uses both sides of the concession area storage.   Board discussed use of the pavilion and storage areas and agreed to table until next meeting.
Field use at Amity Community Park was discussed. DBCA has requested 20 weekends of field use from April through October of 2011 for tournament play.  They do not necessarily need the pavilion use during those times.  Board members discussed the costs to the township of supplies, trash, and cleaning for those weekends.   Mr. Lyon was not in favor of charging DBCA a fee for use, noting that they have contributed to both the maintenance and improvements at those fields. 

A possibility that was discussed was limiting the number of reservations they can have in one season. Further discussion on this field use request was tabled until next meeting. 

The possibility of a water vending machine was suggested.        
DBYS has requested 4 loads of infield mix to be purchased before the end of the year.   One each for Wheeler and Lake Drive and two for Hill Road.   MOTION to recommend that purchase be approved made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Risa Marmontello. Motion passed 5-0.  
Mr. Boyer said that Mike Thompson would have the Jake Oxenford sign finished by the end of October.  Mr. Lyon would like to have some photos taken for the next newsletter.  

BASKETBALL PROGRAM - Mr. Lyon has contacted the basketball monitor from last year and that person is willing to supervise the program again.  Board discussed various ways to advertise the program, including ads on the LED sign boards in the community.  Dave Rathgeb has contacted Ace Hardware, Wanners, and Hearthstone. 
MONOCACY HILL REPORT
Risa Marmontello reported on the progress of the tree planting at Monocacy Hill., mentioning that 50 Cub Scouts form Pack 597 assisted with the planting of 200 trees.  These are native tree seedlings to take the place of Norway Maples that were treated.   She also mentioned that she and Mr. Lyon will be working on work specifications for herbicide treatment of Japanese honeysuckle.

Risa Marmontello informed the board that she will not be seeking reappointment after her term on the board expires at the end of December.
