MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 2, 2010       7:00 pm

MEMBERS PRESENT:   Harold Boyer, Jerry Kupp, Risa Marmontello, Joe Rusiewicz, Dave Rathgeb.  Also attending:  Chazz Lyon, Township Manager.
Chairman Harold Boyer called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag at 7:03 pm.

MOTION to approve minutes of July 6th meeting made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Harold Boyer.  Motion passed 3-0.

TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT
Mr. Lyon reported on several items including: 
A new transformer is being purchased for Amity Community Park.

Lights at Hill Road are not the ones subject to recall, walkway is completed.
New sealer is being used on the tennis courts at Lake Drive.  
Morlatton Village parking lot is progressing with $20,000 redirected from the Peter Jones grant. 
No further information on light installation for Blazer Midget Football.

Mr. Lyon mentioned that he is working on the draft agreements for the DBYS and DBCA that should be available for review at the next meeting.
It has come to the attention of the board that DBCA has reserved the Amity Community Park pavilion most weekends in the September and October for tournaments.  Mr. Lyon said that there have been no major problems this year with parking and trash on tournament weekends and reminded board of the contributions that the DBCA has made and is making to field improvements. 

Jerry Kupp mentioned that the Legion Field at Lake Drive in not getting used and therefore not being adequately maintained as in years before. 
NEW BUSINESS

BASKETBALL PROGRAM -   Board asked Mr. Lyon to apply to the school district for Monday evenings for the adult basketball program running from October 18, 2010 to March 14, 2011 from 6-9 pm at the Amity Intermediate Center. Two possible monitors were discussed. Various ways to advertise were discussed including community LED signs and a newspaper article.
LEAF CREEK FARM - Board reviewed plan drawings and discussed options for the open space dedication. The plan contains 291 units of three types of housing. There are two types of recreation land marked in the plan – recreation area required as part of the PRD; that land would be owned by a homeowner’s association.  There was also approximately 11 acres of land to be dedicated to the township, some of which runs along the stream/trail corridor. It is possible that the township could request some fees in lieu of land for this development along with the land needed for the trail corridor.   Mr, Lyon suggested that it might be a good idea to join one of the streets to a parking area on the Cider Mill recreation space.  

MONOCACY HILL UPDATE - Risa Marmontello reported that dates for fall programs and work days have not been finalized.  There has been no announcement regarding the grant application with Schuykill Highlands.  Workdays, programs and hikes for fall are not yet finalized. 
Mrs. Marmontello, speaking on behalf of the MHCA, requested permission to rename Lower Trail to Brower Trail, in honor of John and Helen Brower, long time custodians of Monocacy Hill Recreation Area. MHCA would be responsible for changing the signage and maps.  
MOTION to grant permission for the name change ( Lower Trail to Brower Trail) made by 

David Rathgeb; second by Joe Rusiewicz.  Motion passed 5-0. 

She also mentioned the intent to install a commemorative feature in appreciation to D. Gene Hafer, John Karst and Harold Haas for their work to establish the recreation area.  More information and options would be available for the next meeting. 
BUDGET DISCUSSION - Board discussed several capital projects for the 2011 budget including the replacement of the tennis courts at Lake Drive. Estimates are needed for several items.  Many budget items like staff costs will be worked out by Joanne and Chazz.  Contractual items are preset. Mr. Lyon will contact sports organizations regarding amounts of infield mix needed.  Board members were asked to bring any questions and possible budget items to the next meeting.
PUBLIC COMMENT - None
BOARD CONCERNS - Risa Marmontello reminded board members that the next meeting would be held on Tuesday,   September 7th due to the Labor Day holiday.
