Meeting Minutes
Monday December 6, 2011

Call to Order/Pledge to the Flag:  Harold Boyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Approval of Minutes:    Scott Weller moved acceptance of the November 7, 2011 meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded by Jerry Kupp.  The motion passed 5-0.
Township Manager Report 
1. Supervisor’s Action: 


A. Budget – The budget was passed without any changes, so the funds for resurfacing are included. 

B. Infield mix was approved by the board. We were able to make similar arrangements to defer           payment of the invoice until 2012.

C. Hockey Rink will not be flooded this year due to anticipated additional degradation and anticipated repairs.


D. Morlatton Village Parking Lot Resolution was approved and executed by the Board.


E. The Hunting Resolution was passed, closing Monocacy Hill Park during specific hunting times.

F. The Second Concession Stand was discussed. The Board approved forwarding this to the License Committee for discussion, review and approval. A meeting will be scheduled.

G. Dugouts were approved for the softball field at Hill Road. They will be built at the expense of DBYS. After issuance of a permit, construction can begin. Township will approve the design, inspect for compliance and issue a Certificate of Occupancy without fees in accordance with their previously established policy.

2.   Lake Drive Field Agreement Update: There is a split or breakup on-going in the Junior Legion/Legion Program. Tony Tucci is moving on but no one has contacted Chazz regarding what is happening and who the new contacts will be.  As such, it is not possible to discuss the legion Field Lease Agreement. According to Chazz’s information, the 10-year lease expired on September of 2011. The Agreement has an automatic renewal clause if notice is not provided by January 1. Jerry reported that a board meeting will be held on December 13, 2011. At this meeting the new board members will be selected.  Jerry informed them that they need to get with the Board.
The Board has two options: 


1.   notice can be served or 

2.  an automatic extension can be approved.  

Chazz’s recommendation is to provide notice so the new contract can be completed and implemented.
Joe Rusiewicz moved that we serve notice to the Junior Legion that we have an agreement.  This motion was seconded by Dave Rathgeb.  The motion passed 5-0.  Jerry questioned whether we had a copy of this new agreement.  Chazz has it ready and it was approved by the Park and Recreation Board.  Jerry will let the new board know that they need to contact Chazz for a copy of this new agreement.

Jerry stated that we need to be more stringent in enforcing the agreement in particular the field management.  Dave read the section of the agreement that would cover what we should do in the event that there is a problem in any of the areas of the agreement.  It is imperative that the agreement is signed by the DBCA immediately.

3.  Tree Plantings: since there were several requests for tree planting, a tree planting procedure is being established. Advice and participation of the Environmental Advisory Committee has been requested. They are preparing a procedure for future tree plantings. So far, they have said that trees should only be planted in the late summer to early fall. They are reviewing soils, types of trees and field conditions before finalizing their recommendations. Unfortunately, the Mom’s Club didn’t want to wait until next fall, so they withdrew their request. The Lions and Lioness groups are still interested in donating trees.

1.  Field Agreement- Lake, Wheeler and Amity Community Park:  no report

3. Flagpole Request:  Dave Rathgeb is still waiting to hear back from his contact.  This issue is tabled until we hear back from Dave.

5. Arts Tech Northeast:  This item is tabled until we receive further information.
New Business
1.  Resignation from Parks and Recreation Board:  Dave Rathgeb tendered his resignation from the Park and Recreation Board.  Harold Boyer presented Dave with a plaque in recognition of his 10 years service.  The Board appreciates Dave’s service to the Township.  The board will be taking applications for replacement.
2. Basketball Program:  The Board questioned as to whether this program is running.
