Herbicide Project:  This project was awarded to Weeds Inc.

French Creek Analysis:  Chazz met with Robert Erb who is the forester for our area, Amity, Union and Birdsboro.  Mr. Erbs monitors Berks radio calls along with other foresters.  DCNR has the option of taking over all brush fires over a minimum of acres based upon radio monitoring.  Typically the fire chiefs or incident commanders at local forest fires can request DCNR aid at any time, which has resources standing by on contract to call at will.  If DCNR participates they then become the incident commander.  IF fire lines are needed DCNR will cut them wherever they are needed at their opinion.  It was generally agreed that locating points on the trails was a good idea.  Mr. Erb suggested David Bryan, a ranger at
Monacacy Hill Safety Project:  The trail widening and turnaround has been completed.
