Amity Township Ordinance regulations, which were mandated to match PA DEP 
regulations, require all on-lot septic tanks to be pumped and inspected every 
three (3) years. 

In the spring of the year in which you are required to pump, reminders are mailed to 
each homeowner. The Certificate of Compliance you received during your last cycle 
lists the year you are to have it pumped and inspected. 

If you choose to have it pumped on a non-required year, you can turn the hauler’s 
inspection report card, and pump slip into the Township after the pumping is 
completed. 

Amity Township accepts pumping report cards within one year from the date 
you turn it in. You will then be required to meet the Ordinance three (3) years
